DRUG EDUCATION 

Guidelines for completing the following Pupil Consultation

It is essential that pupils have a voice within the healthy schools programme and this must start with the auditing process.

The following set of questions is suggested as guidelines for use with pupils. It is important that schools adapt the questions in terms of appropriateness for the group being consulted. 

Schools may choose to adapt them as questionnaires to use with a group/groups of pupils or as a prompt for use within discussion groups.

Mechanisms for consultation could include the student council, Circle Time sessions or specifically chosen groups of students representing each year group in the school.

It is important that the information gathered from pupils contributes to the baseline data and informs the target setting process.

Primary and Secondary
1. Do you have regular drug and alcohol sessions within your PSHE lessons?

2. Do you do a variety of activities within these lessons?

3. Do you enjoy the drug and alcohol sessions?

4. Are you able to ask the questions that you want to?

5. Do the drug and alcohol sessions cover things that are important for young people of your age?

Secondary
6. Do you think you learn enough information to make decisions about:



· smoking ?




· drinking alcohol?

· drug taking?




7. Do you think you do enough drug education?




8. If a pupil is caught smoking, drinking alcohol or in possession of an illegal drug do you know how the school will deal with the incident?

9. Do you feel that your school would help you (understand, listen, direct you to someone who would give you help) if you had a problem with tobacco, alcohol or drugs?   

10. Does your school display information about drug and alcohol services and help lines (e.g. stop smoking, National Drugs Help line, Samaritans)?
