Practical Tips: Involvement in schemes and initiatives 
organised by outside agencies

To highlight a certain activity or activities, schools could take part in, or promote, relevant schemes and/or events organised by outside organisations. Such promotions should:

· Be planned well in advance

· Follow on from a relevant period of preparation, for example, a teaching block focusing on the particular activity(ies) involved

· Provide a focus for pupils to work towards

General practical ideas

Schemes/events could include:

· Mass participation events, e.g. fun run

· School-specific, activity-based sponsorship events

· Schemes/events promoting a particular activity 

· National activity promotions

Schools could either arrange the above themselves or encourage pupils to participate in a local opportunity as part of a school group or independently.
