	Introduction:

Recap of work done on risk taking last lesson. Today we will be looking at whether risks bring consequences

Watch video of CCTV outside a UK school where a pupil is hit by a car.  

Split class into groups of four where each has a different role:

· Driver

· Victim

· Victim’s friend

· A member of staff or head teacher

In role discuss: 

· What do you think happened that day? 

· Were there any circumstances that led to the accident?

· What injuries did the victim sustain?

· Could the accident have been avoided and if so, how?

Next: all roles meet in respective groups (e.g. all drivers) and compare notes. Scribe to report back to whole class

Plenary:

Do risks have consequences?

Who is responsible?

	Understand that actions have consequences

Identify the role and responsibilities of each key character in the accident

Be able to analyse the events in the video and form a personal response 

	Peer assessment – reading visual images (i.e. the video) to analyse, synthesise and describe the content of the video.
