	Introduction:

Today we are going to consider who is responsible when a risk is taken

Teacher reads article from the Guardian 10.4.06 ‘Death crash mother jailed for two years’ Each pair has a copy

Pairs highlight/underline key ‘facts’ within narrative and consider the questions: 

Which people are affected by this accident?

Who was responsible?

Raise issues as a whole class

Divide class into 4 groups to develop/create 4 scenes from the narrative. 

Scene 1  - The excitement and getting in to the car

Scene 2  - The journey and accident

Scene 3  - The aftermath. The emergency services – informing next of kin

Scene 4  - The trial - focus on sentencing of mother and reaction of relatives

Suggested structure:

Decide on content/storyline of the scene  

Set the stage space and keep to it

Decide on characters

Improvise with ideas

Decide on a beginning, middle and end

Remember vocal projection and facing the audience

Rehearse, perform

	Understand the key facts from the newspaper article.

Contribute to devising a short improvisation based on a element from the newspaper article.


	Involving pupils in peer and group assessment – give pupils clear opportunities to talk about their work in progress and what they have found difficult using the learning objectives as a focus.
