Before continuing with the newspaper articles we started last lesson we are going to explore some facts and figures relating to seat belts in cars

Whole class discussion: Draw out the main points from the safety advert.

Introduce some facts and figures about why it is important to wear a seat belt in a car – especially in the rear. Also legal obligations.

Complete newspaper articles started last lesson and introduce some statistics relating to seat belts into the articles.
