There can be a tension between Government responsibility for its citizens and the personal freedom of the individual.
	Introduction:

Introduce term ‘Nanny State’ What does it mean? 

Are there tensions between personal freedom and state laws to protect us?

Consider this with reference to laws surrounding:

· Seat belts in cars

· Crash helmets

· Smoking over 16 

Work in Pairs: Look at case study from the Guardian Newspaper about Holland’s response to road safety, where a town removed all the signs and barriers linked to use of roads in order to ‘humanise’ an area and its traffic. 

Group Work: “What if …” we did this here? Choose an area local to the school and well known by the pupils. Explore pros and cons of this experiment.

Plenary

Whole class discussion exploring tensions between a ‘Responsible State’ and the freedom of the individual.
	Understand the term ‘nanny state’

Appreciate the differences between personal safety and state laws.

Analyse the key features of the case study from Holland.

Apply their understanding to an area local to the school.

	Value oral feedback which leads to pupils recognising their next steps and how to take them.

Ask pupils to explain their thinking, ‘How did you arrive at this conclusion?’
