1. PMI approach

2. The importance of creative, lateral and solution focused thinking

	· 
	Main activities 

Group discussion use a thinking skills structured approach - PMI to explore issues. Explain the technique: Plus Minus, Interesting. In pairs pupils discuss and record their thoughts. Pairs should consider at least 2 issues.

“In towns - twenty’s plenty!”

“Mobile phones, walkmans or head sets should not be used by pedestrians in the street. Offenders should be punished with on the spot fines.”

“Road safety should be a compulsory part of the curriculum for all ages. Pupils should have to pass a road safety test at age 10.”

“All pupils and staff living within two miles of the school should be required to walk to school.”

“A 300 metre area around schools should be kept free of traffic.”

Extension 

Consider and evaluate all 5 suggestions.

Come up with new and creative solutions or ideas to reduce teenage deaths on the road.

	Plenary 

Time out for pupils to think themselves into the role of Jacqueline Wilson and consider the answer to the question “Why did you write the book?” 
Choose 3 writers to come to the front and explain why. 

Walk the line a second time – pupils stand on a line to show where they finally stand on the issue  “Accidents do not just happen. They are caused.”
