	Introduction:

Give out maps on which students plotted the places they would visit to collect data and information.
Show lesson objectives on the board and click on the link to the annotated map to illustrate what you are expecting them to produce next lesson from the information they collect. 

Ensure through questioning that pairs/threes know exactly what they are doing.
	Collect and record evidence accurately using appropriate techniques and equipment outside the classroom.
Use maps for navigation and to accurately place appropriate information.

	Share objectives with pupils and ensure through questioning that these are understood.

Use objectives as the basis for questioning and feedback during plenaries.

Show examples of what work should look like once complete.
Give students the opportunity to talk about what they have learned, what they found difficult and how they could improve the process.

	Differentiation:
All pupils will:

	Teaching Points
If you are using PDAs with integrated GPS for data collection, you may need an additional lesson to ensure students know how to use them and have had an opportunity to practise using them in the school grounds.

Students work in pairs or threes outside the classroom to gather located information and data (e.g. photographs, comments, traffic counts, etc.) in locations close to school as specified on their maps.
