	Introduction:

Show them a street scene and ask them to identify potential hazards.
Show them how this and other data and information they collected could be linked to a map to illustrate hazards around the school of students’ journeys to school (Word example; Powerpoint example).
	Present information associated with places on maps appropriately to describe hazards and features of the local transport network as it relates to journeys to school.

	Share objectives with pupils and ensure through questioning that these are understood.

Use objectives as the basis for questioning and feedback during plenaries.

Show examples of what work should look like once complete.

Give students the opportunity to talk about what they have learned.

	Differentiation:
All pupils will:

· use skills and sources of evidence to respond to geographical questions, and begin to use appropriate vocabulary to communicate their findings;
· describe physical and human features (Level 3).
Most pupils should:

· use a range of geographical skills to help them investigate places and environments;
· use primary and secondary sources of evidence in their investigations and communicate their findings using appropriate vocabulary;

· begin to recognise and describe geographical patterns;

· begin to understand how human processes can change the features of places, and how these changes affect the lives and activities of people living there.  (Level 4).
Some pupils could:

· select and use appropriate skills and ways of presenting information to help them investigate places and environments;
· select information and sources of evidence, suggest plausible conclusions to their investigations and present their findings both graphically and in writing;

· describe how human processes can lead to similarities and differences in the environments of different places and in the lives of people who live there; 

· recognise some of the links and relationships that make places dependent on each other. (level 5)
	Teaching Points
Tell students to divide the tasks between them.  If they worked in threes outside and visited 6 places, they could each be responsible for analysing and presenting information for two of those places.

For presentation on paper, use A2 paper with a local map stuck in the middle & graphs & notes around the outside linked to specific places by arrows.

If you used PDAs, maps & field evidence need to be downloaded their.  They could paste a map into generic software (eg Word or Powerpoint) & use hyperlinks to link information with information collection points.
Alternatively, use mapping software such as Local Studies.

	Main activities: 

Students use data and information collected in the field last lesson to produce an annotated map and annotated field sketches or photographs to highlight potential hazards of the transport network on students’ journeys to school.  Students could also annotate features designed to improve safety that already exist e.g. traffic barriers, pedestrian crossings, speed humps, speed cameras, etc.

	Plenary

Ask a selection of students to identify one place that they think is a particular hazard for students on their way to and from school, ask them to explain why, and ask them to suggest solutions.
