	Introduction:
In pairs, ask students to list all the possible traffic improvement measures they can think of.

Take feedback and ask:

1. what the improvement is;

2. what problems it might help to overcome;

3. how it works to make things better.

OR, use the Picture Board which shows a range of possible improvements in symbols and ask the questions above.  You could still ask students to work in pairs to list any others they can think of.
	Make suggestions about how road safety in the local area can be improved.
Present information on maps to show the location of improvements.


	Share objectives with students and ensure through questioning that these are understood.
Help students to know and

recognise the standards they

are aiming for by showing  work that has met criteria, with explanations of why and ensuring clear, shared expectations about the presentation of work

	Differentiation:
All pupils will:

· use skills and sources of evidence to respond to geographical questions, and begin to use appropriate vocabulary to communicate their findings;

· recognise how people seek to improve environments;

· describe physical and human features (Level 3).
Most pupils should:

· use a range of geographical skills to help them investigate places and environments;
· use primary and secondary sources of evidence in their investigations and communicate their findings using appropriate vocabulary;

	Teaching Points
Could be done using a mapping package.  Local Studies is particularly useful for this as it has a transport key showing a range of possible traffic improvement measures.

In pairs/threes, they produce their own annotated maps based on the field and questionnaire data and information.
