School Travel Plan
You have been asked to draft a school travel plan.  This is a plan that puts forward a package of measures to improve safety and reduce car use. 
Your school travel plan must include:
1. A description of the transport network around the school that identifies places where problems occur or are likely to occur e.g. cars parked on pavements, too many cars, cars travelling too fast, pavements too narrow, no cycle path;
2. Information about students’ journeys to and from school:
· precise starting location

· start and finish times of journeys;

· how students usually get to and from school;

· other journeys and details of these to and from school and from and to school for any off-site activities;

· if they come by car, what car they are driven to school in (if you are going to do detailed calculation of the car’s impact on the environment (its ecological footprint), then you will need information about fuel type, transmission, manufacturer, model, age or year of registration, style (i.e. hatchback, saloon, estate) and tyre width; information about precise locations;

· how students would like to get to and from school;

· perceived problems and location of problems;
· opinion as to what measures need to be taken to overcome the problems
3. Proposals for solutions: how will you make journeys to and from school safer, healthier and more sustainable. These may include promotional activities, training, better facilities, enhanced public transport services, and safety improvements to the physical environment e.g. introduction of traffic calming, bus bays, cycle paths.
