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Welcome to STARs, the Sustainable Travel and Road Safety Project.  The activities outlined in this booklet are designed to raise children’s awareness of travel, its impact on the environment and how they can be responsible road users. It is designed to provoke thought and encourage children to ask questions and make informed decisions both now and in the future.
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Learning Outcomes:
Children will:

· Undertake enquiries, asking and answering a range of questions by collecting, presenting and interpreting information and drawing conclusions;
· Make and justify decisions

· Consider causes and consequences

· Engage in debate and discussion; listening to and considering other viewpoints and distinguishing between fact and opinion
· Consider their role in the world and the impact they have on it

· Communicate effectively; speaking and listening to a range of audiences giving opinions and offering justification for views based upon knowledge and evidence

· Write effectively for different purposes and different audiences

· Use ICT to enhance their learning

· Further develop empathy towards each other, their community and the environment both locally and further afield

· Make predictions, create hypotheses, carry out scientific investigations, make observations, record and analyse findings and draw conclusions from them

· Make generalisations based on evidence

· Engage in creative thinking to solve problems

Literacy

· Formal/impersonal writing:

 Create a virtual journey to illustrate the safest route to and from school using different modes of transport. Children explore how a journey to or from a particular location can be presented through a variety of formats, including live, as a guide book or pamphlet, as a video, as an audio tour, or as a virtual tour, for example on a website.   They compare the language, organisational and presentational features of each, evaluating their effectiveness in the light of purpose and audience. 
· Journalistic writing: 

Children read, explore, discuss and compare a wide range of journalistic news reports, in a variety of formats, on paper and on screen.  They comment critically on the language, style, success of examples of non-fiction such as periodicals, reviews, reports, leaflets. 

All children develop a journalistic style through considering: balanced and ethical reporting, what is of public interest in events, the interest of the reader, selection and presentation of information. 

Following teacher modelling, children write a news report about an incident. They then use this as a basis for a script which they present orally as a radio news item. (Link to ICT and/or scenario cards – see resource pack)

· Argument 

Children explore a controversial issue (related to STARS project e.g. adding a lane to a motorway; the pedestrianisation of the high street, creating more cycle lanes) through reading and discussing a wide range of texts providing examples for, against and balanced views. These include a variety of formats (e.g. local newspapers), on paper and on screen, and probably some media texts, for example TV clips (BBC Newsround website is a good source). As a stimuli to writing have a question time style debate putting views of pupils in role of different community members e.g. councillor, construction manager, resident.
Children reread and analyse some of the discussion texts, identifying key language, structure, organisation and presentational features, as preparation for writing.

Children write both a one-sided (persuasive) argument and a balanced (reasoned) discussion selecting their own approach and medium for each, to suit their purpose and audience.
· Power of imagery

Explore the use of personification to develop powerful imagery in poetry related to the environment, the transport system and the relationship between them. 
· Finding a voice

Children explore an issue meaningful to them, and at the same time read, respond, analyse and evaluate a range of poems about that issue.  Children write their own poems in response to the issue.

· Forces – friction (e.g. timing toy cars travelling along ramp with different surfaces and/or different angles) 
· Materials – cycle helmets; waterproof clothing and visibility

· Environmental issues – pollution ( noise and atmospheric)

· Human body – muscles, joints and skeleton; exercise, the heart and pulse rate.

Physical Education:
· Dance and movement

· Emulating the movement of different modes of transport and integrating to make a group dance showing the flow of traffic in a specified area.
· Empathising with the environment – (a tree coping with an increase in traffic; bird whose habitat has been destroyed)

· Movement linked to sport 
· Plan and conduct an inquiry based on STARS project: e.g.  Children with smaller feet run faster over  

      shorter distances.
Design Technology

· Investigate different shelters (e.g. bus shelter). Consider: structure and materials; accessibility; safety; capacity; vandalism; cost.
· Draw an annotated plan, make prototype and justify decisions, test, modify and evaluate.

· Investigate possible routes to their new school with their parents.  Which is the safest and which is the quickest?  Which one
      will they choose and why? Children produce a detailed travel plan and map with highlighted route (could include photos, 

     sketches, diagrams of possible hazards they may encounter).  They may like to make a film of the route with a commentary. 
· Modes of transport – 

· Historical: Research and present a view of a chosen mode of transport through the ages (may be in the form of drama, video clip, audio presentation, poster, multimedia)
· International: Compare and contrast the use of transport in different localities in the UK and overseas. E.g. Holland – flat landscape suits bike riders; rural areas in the UK mean travelling longer distances and using many different modes of transport.
Art

· People in action (QCA)

Children explore how to convey movement in their work. They explore dynamic activities such as sport, dance, 
drama and music as a starting point for making work in two dimensions. They look at how the idea of 
movement is shown in different kinds of art, such as photography, illustrations, cartoons, paintings, prints, 
and experiment with different methods and techniques to show movement.
Religious Education
· Creation and our place as carers of the planet

Music

· Cyclic patterns – exploring rhythm and pulse (QCA)

- emulate the noise of different modes of transport (link to dance) and integrate these to form a piece of music (could use ICT.) 
· Songwriter – exploring lyrics and melody (QCA)

- write a jingle to promote road safety 

ICT

· Multimedia presentation (QCA)

- Children plan and produce a multimedia presentation including images, sound and text where the pages are linked.

- Create a road safety quiz aimed at a specific audience e.g. infants, teenagers, parents.

· Spreadsheet modelling (QCA)

- Create a spreadsheet on aspects of road safety or environmental issues e.g. speed stopping distances, emission
      levels, cost  

     of petrol/travel, cost comparison between different modes of transport.

· Control and monitoring (QCA)

- using software like Coco3, Mindstorms, Flowol to control and model different machines or sequence of traffic lights to control 
     different road systems.

· Using the Internet to search data bases and interpret information (QCA)
